"We are talking about zero-joint edgebanding here," explains Reddig. Another alternative is classic edge joining using adhesive. "We also offer machines that switch between both edging methods," says Reddig.

Finishing units reworked 
During the final edge finishing, possible protrusions or impurities are removed. In addition, special profiles are machined, such as a J-profile on furniture doors, which later replaces the door handle. IMA Schelling has just further optimised its finishing units in terms of handling and energy efficiency.

Automated also for batch size 1
